What is newborn hearing screening?

Newborn hearing screening is a test which help to identify the babies hearing as early as possible in the range where speech is heard. A baby with hearing loss may have difficulty with speech and language without early help.
Why to do newborn hearing screening? 

· To identify the problem as early at birth.
· To find the best way of communication with the baby.

· Because speech and language begin to develop at birth.
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When and how to do newborn hearing screening?

As soon as possible before the baby is discharged. Otoacoustic emissions(OAEs) and auditory brain response (ABR) are the main tests to be performed. Hearing screening is best performed When the baby is calm well fed and conformable.
WHAT DO THE RESULTS MEAN?

If your baby receives PASS result the screening indicates that your baby’s hearing is normal at that time. If your baby receives a REFER result the screening indicates that the further testing is needed to make sure that your baby is hearing all the sounds that are important for speech and language development.
